•	 Using	the	rotating	barrel,
position	the	nasal	pillows	at
the	most	suitable	angle.	

•	 Connect	the	Swift	LT	short
tube	to	the	device	air	tubing.

•	 Turn	on	the	device.

•	 The	Swift	LT	is	now	fitted
and	ready	for	use.
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•	 To	attach,	push	it	into	the	top
headgear	buckle.

•	 Clip	in	either	the	short	tube	or
device	air	tubing,	depending	on
flexibility	needs.

•	 The	tubing	can	be	positioned	to
either	side	of	your	face	or	centered.	

•	 If	the	pillows	pull	on	your	nose,
adjust	the	tubing	at	the	tube	retainer.
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
